County with temporary places to stay, meals, and a program that helps them find permanent housing, transporta-
tion, and employment .  We will be hosting for two consecutive weeks beginning Sunday, June 3rd and end-
ing Sunday, June 17th.  Lots of volunteers are needed to run Family Promise.  Last year over 130 people helped 
in some way and we expect to need at least that many this year!  We  need dinner/evening hosts, overnight hosts, 
Saturday hosts, laundry angels and drivers. Remember families of all ages and sizes can participate as meal and 
Saturday hosts.  We welcome everyone’s participation in this mission outreach project.  Please prayerfully con-
sider volunteering for Family Promise during their stay at WCPC this June.

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Dear WCPC family: 

 Let me share with you our summer schedule which has been approved by your 

Session: 

 June – July 

  Sunday School  9:45 am 

  Worship  11:00 am 

 August through Labor Day (September 2nd) 

  No Sunday School 

  Worship  10:00 am 

 

 The purpose of the one joint service during the summer has always been (8 years now) to give mem-

bers/friends/guests who separately attend the 8:30 service or the 11:00 service 9 months of the year an oppor-

tunity to worship together.  And when you also consider that there is much traveling and vacationing taking 

place in the summer one service works well. 

 The reason the hour of the one worship service in June and July is 11:00 am is due to the value that we 

place, not only as a congregation, but as Presbyterians, on education.  Having an 11:00 am worship service 

doesn’t require changing the time for Sunday School.  We have found over the last two summers when we 

used this same schedule that attendance has been more consistent than when we changed the time of the Sun-

day School hour as we had to do when a different time other than 11:00 am was chosen. 

 We traditionally have not held Sunday School August through Labor Day, giving teachers a chance to 

rest but also prepare for September.  So, the Session decided that adjusting the worship time for August to 

10:00 am was appropriate.    

 The only concern about this change is that in the past, since so many, especially those who are un-

churched, assume worship at churches is always 11:00 am, we have missed out on guests who arrived in past 

summers either after the service was over or in the middle.  Since we are now using many different online tools 

and social media to help make others aware of our service times we are praying this problem will not occur in 

August.   

 As we have done each year we will evaluate our expectations vs. reality.  Certainly, your Session and 

Worship Team welcome your feedback.

PASTOR’S DISCRETIONARY FUND 

 

The Pastor’s Discretionary Fund was established to provide financial assistance to those in need who make re-
quests to the pastors of WCPC.  Primarily it is used to assist non-members, but on occasion funds are used to 
assist members with short-term needs.  Individuals and families in the past have been helped with rent,  
utilities, car repair, and prescriptions.  A person requesting aid meets with one of our pastors.  Their needs  
are assessed and typically referrals are provided.   As an example, if someone lives in the area supported by In-
terfaith of The Woodlands they are encouraged to contact Interfaith.  Your pastors have the discretion to  
assist those requesting financial help if they believe the need is legitimate and other avenues of help have been 
explored and are either not available or have been exhausted.  If you would like to make a special contribution 
to this fund you are invited to prayerfully consider doing so.  Please make certain that your check to WCPC 
notes that it is for the Pastor’s Discretionary Fund.

FPCD sustained significant damage 
during Hurricane Harvey as it took on more than five feet of water. The only thing escaping damage in their sanctuary 
was the stained glass. 
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The Gathering Place of The Woodlands at 
WCPC is a ministry for those who are living 
with memory loss and the people who love and 
care for them at home.  The Gathering Place 
seeks to help both the care partner and the care-
giver.  If you or someone you know are caring 
for a loved one with Alzheimer’s, stroke, Park-
inson’s, or other dementia, you know that care-
givers often find it difficult to do things such as 
run errands, visit friends, or just have free time 
alone.   The Gathering Place provides the care-
giver a few hours of free time or they may 
choose to participate along with their care part-
ner or they may attend Common Ground, a 
caregiver support group which meets in the 
WCPC Parlor from 10:30am to noon.  
 

The Gathering Place provides a time of fun ac-
tivities and fellowship in a safe, caring environ-
ment for the care partner during a time where it 
may be difficult for a caregiver to find appropri-
ate social activities for their loved one with 
memory loss.  The monthly programs will vary, 
often featuring a festive theme to help the care 
partner identify with the current season, event 
or holiday.  In a fun, interactive atmosphere, 
our volunteers offer music, games, chair exer-
cises, crafts, reminiscing, guest performers, and 
a light lunch.   
 

A representative from CarePartners or our care 
team helps determine if we can meet the fami-
ly’s need with our program.  This is done by 
arranging for the caregiver and the care partner 
to attend The Gathering Place together for the 
first visit.  We welcome the opportunity to 
speak with you.   For information, call WCPC 
coordinator Kathy Bray at 281-419-0373.

These folks are moms and dads and singles and grandparents from China and Honduras and Uzbekistan and Mexico and 
The Netherlands and Venezuela and Sweden and Peru and Ukraine and El Salvador…and all over the world.   
 

They want to learn English, so under the auspices of Interfaith, volunteer teachers and assistants test them to assess their 
English proficiency. Interfaith recruits volunteer teachers and helpers, assigns as many students as possible to these adult 
ESL classes, and the learning begins.  Students don’t pay anything, but they do buy a $20.00 textbook, often in installment 
payments.  
 

What does our church have to do with this?  We offer space, often some volunteers, a children’s program, and a welcome.  
WCPC has been an encouraging partner to adult ESL learners, and our buildings have hosted classes for many years.   
 

What is it like to volunteer with these adults?  It is rewarding.  The volunteer team is committed and collegial, compassion-
ate and fun loving.  The students are committed and collegial, too!  As teachers, we foster a sense of family, and the stu-
dents love and appreciate with their whole hearts.  They give us their trust, thanks, and occasionally, amazing food from 
their kitchens.  They strive hard to learn, so we are dedicated to teaching.  We make mistakes, but we support each other.   
 

Some of the teachers and helpers are teachers by trade, but some are not.  They have a sense that they could teach, given 
some support and materials and a partner.  Some are bilingual, but some are not.  All of them care about immigrants and 
believe that speaking English is empowering.  All sense that they gain more than they give.  Does this sound like something 
you want to do?
